Have you ever been on active duty in the military?  If you were, for whatever length of time, you are a veteran of the armed services in the eyes of the RSL of Australia, and are invited as such, to march as an honored member in the annual State ANZAC Day Parade in Perth starting about 0930, 25 April.
 
As a veteran, you are invited to join the members of the North American Veterans’ Unit to march down the main street of Perth, behind the flags of the United States of America and Canada, and receive the applause and admiration of literally tens of thousands of grateful members of the public.  And, perhaps more importantly, you are representing generations of proud members of the Armed Forces of America and Canada, and are in fact receiving recognition for them.
 
Marchers can wear whatever they want. Medals and ribbons are authorised and encouraged for the march, with most members placing these on a suit or sport coat - but anything is fine………what is important is that you can be there.  We are looking into options for those service members who might want to march only part of the route, so please don’t be put off by concerns about the distance.
 
We meet on St Georges Terrace, opposite London Court, about 15 minutes before start time to socialise and catch up on the events of the past year (look for Old Glory).  The location will be confirmed in the West Australian on 24 April - we are group no. 105. 
 
Then it’s off, marching to the sounds of the bagpipes and bands, through the streets lined with an appreciative audience, past the reviewing stand, and the ABC TV coverage, and down to the Esplanade.  You can finish there, or stay to hear the speeches and music. We then adjourn to a designated restaurant for some lunch and more socialising.
